» Onceyou set up a GP Remote Printer Server for your display unit, you cannot changeto a
unit that does not support the GP Remote Printer Server. A warning message displays and
the unit will not change if you attempt to do so.

» Evenwhen printing a hard copy during screen capture, an error occurs and printing is not
executed.

»  When [GP Remote Printer Server] is set for printer settings, setting changesin the display
cannot be made offline. When other drivers are set, the display unit cannot be changed to
[GP Remote Printer Server] offline.

» Only English and Japanese languages are supported for the following features. Alarm
(Banner) Print, Alarm (History) Real-time Print, Alarm (History) Batch Print, Sampled
Data Real-time Print, Sampled Data Batch, and CSV Data Print. Any language other than
Japanese and English will not print correctly.

» If acomputer does not have a Japanese OS, Japanese text will not print correctly.
