Error Message

Displays messages related to the error that has occurred.

Error Occurrence Area

Displays IP address or device address of External Device where error occurs, or error codes
received from External Device.

 |P address is displayed as "IP address (Decimal): MAC address (Hex)".
 Device address is displayed as "Address: Device address".
» Received error codes are displayed as "Decimal [Hex]".

"RHAAOQ35: PLC1: Error has been responded for device write command (Error Code: 2[02H])"
